FORMER ST JOSEPHS CARE
HOME, LOCHWINNOCH GAINS
PLANNING CONSENT

The scheme comprises the
conservation of category C(s) listed
former nursing home buildings
located to the west of Lochwinnoch.
The proposals will see the conversion
of the majority of the existing
buildings into thirty residential
flats with selective demolition of
single storey properties to the rear.
The proposals also include for an
upgrade of the site landscaping,
access road together with new
parking and turning areas.

RAMADA ENCORE, INVERNESS
STARTS ON SITE

A former 1970’s office block is
currently being transformed into
a 90 bed Ramada Encore Hotel.
This is the most northern project
of the Ramcore Hotels expanding
portfolio and its also one of the most
challenging. Due for completion in
early 2009 this city centre project will
provide Inverness with an attractive
new hotel in one of the city’s busiest
thoroughfares.

MIXED USE DEVELOPMENT,
COTTON STREET, PAISLEY GAINS
PLANNING CONSENT

Located on a 4 acre site, off Cotton
Street, in the heart of Paisley, this
courtyard style masterplan scheme
contains 133 flats and mixed use
commercial space.

OLD KILPATRICK MEDICAL
CENTRE STARTS ON SITE

This project is one of a series of
projects carried out for the third party
developer Primary Medical Property.
The scheme is on two floors with
public spaces at ground floor level

and offices at first floor level. Total
floor area is approximately 700sg.
metres.

MANOR PARC CARE HOME,
BARRHEAD STARTS ON SITE

Located in the countryside outside
Barrhead on the south side of
Glasgow this project comprises a
three storey 37 bed extension plus
internal alterations to the existing
home. Completion is due in early
2009.

RESIDENTIAL,
PRIMROSE QUAY

planning application for 2 blocks
of flats at Primrose Quay on the
River Clyde at Renfrew.

This residential development,
which is part of the Renfrew
Riverside Regeneration Area and
Phase 1B of the Ferry Village
development, is probably the most
exciting location in the area. The
site is a narrow stretch of land,
part of which is to be reclaimed
from the river through the North
Renfrewshire Flood Prevention
Scheme.

RENFREW

FerryVillage isanambitious project
located at Renfrew on the Clyde
river front. The primary objective
of the development is to create a
sustainable neighbourhood that
will integrate into the fabric of the
old town of Renfrew. Young and
Gault are working with Sovereign
House to create a successful new
place to live.

LEVERNDALE
HOSPITAL

A Planning application has

been submitted for this 8 bed

Low Secure Unit at Leverndale

Hospital. This 693 sg m building

is based on our highly successful

Gartnavel model and draws on
our experience in secure buildings at
Stobhill Hospital.

A new facility in the town centre
aims to bring together community
health, primary care and social
work teams delivering both health
and social care to the people of
East Dunbartonshire.

Serviceswillinclude: mentalhealth,
district nursing, physiotherapy,
podiatry speech therapy, dentistry,
addictions, joint learning disability
and a GP surgery.

The centre includes a mixture of
clinical and office accommodation
which will partly re-provide facilities
currently provided at Townhead

SAFESTORE, CANAL
STREET, GLASGOW

A new 5,000 sg.m. flagship storage
facility in Glasgow for Safestore Ltd
and their first new build purpose
designed store in the UK.

Young and Gault were appointed
to coordinate the consultants,
assist through Planning and were
responsible for the Building Control
application, construction detailing
and site stages.

This 4-storey Express by Holiday
Inn hotel is a landmark building
approaching the town of Ayr from
the A77/M77. Feature elements
such as copper cladding and a
semitranslucent glazed staircase
have been designed to maximise the
visual prominence of the hotel at this
gateway location.

Completed earlier  this  year
accommodation comprises 84
bedrooms, two meeting rooms, and
associated facilities.

UNITS 6 & 16 CRAIGHALL BUSINESS
PARK REACH COMPLETION

Unit 6 comprises a 3 storey steel
frame with cladding panels in the
distinctive grey and sargasso blue
that can already be seen throughout
the park. This was constructed
by Luddon Contruction and was
handed over to Bield Housing
Association on 4th July 2008.

Unit 16 comprises a 2 storey steel
frame building with cladding, however
this has terracotta render as well as
blue cladding. There is a nursery and
associated secure external play area
to the ground floor. To the upper floor
is a cafe and office space. The is also
complete and the cafe is currently
open for business.
